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FOREIGN PHILATELIC NOTES.
BY BONUMITA.

The responsible position of the head of the Gibraltar post-office is held by a woman, 
Miss Creswell by name. She superintends the Government telegraph office, and not 
only administers the affairs of the Gibraltar office, but also those of several branch offices 
in Morocco. She draws a salary of $2600 a year, and is one of the very few instances 
in the colonial offices of Great Britain where a woman holds a responsible position.

“Not on the Map.”—The following story is credited to a German periodical: 
There were two old people living in a little German village. Their daughter had gone 
to the United States, or, as they said, to America, to seek her fortune some months 
before. They had waited in patience to hear from her, and at last, at Weihnachts 
(Christmas) time, they received a pretty card bearing the words, “A Happy Christ­
mas.” On the back of the card the sender had signed her name with a loving word or 
two, but gave no address.

To the minds of the simple old couple, however, she had given address enough. 
They took the card for an advertisement or notice of their daughter’s employer in this 
country, and forthwith sent a card of thanks—not to be outdone in politeness by an 
American—which they directed to Herr -------, A Happy Christmas, America.”

It is needless to say that the card never reached this country. It is preserved in a 
German city among the “ curiosities of the post.”

An English missionary, long resident in China, has a good word to say for the postal 
system in that part of the empire where he was stationed—in the neighborhood of 
Hang-chow and Shanghai.

“ The postal system is not a governmental enterprise, and, so far as I know, the 
different private offices which conduct its operations receive no official sudsidy. Yet 
money and valuables can be entrusted to these offices, and the letters are, as a rule, 
delivered with great regularity.

“ In Hang-chow, where a purely Chinese system is in operation, there are two 
deliveries every day, and twice also the postman calls most obligingly for letters. News­
papers and parcels arrive a post or two later. But letters are delivered within three 
days between Hang-chow and Shanghai.

“ These private offices are more liberal—perhaps more audacious—than the Post­
master General of Great Britain.

“ A bank draft for $500, let us say, is sent by post. The sender writes on the out­
side the amount of the draft; he pays double postage, 120 cash—about twelve cents— 
and the office holds itself responsible for the whole amount.”

The German Postmaster-General, Dr. Stephen, has ordered a statue of Steinheil to 
be placed in the court of a post-office in a large German city where he had lived. 
Steinheil discovered the fact that a double wire was not necessary for telegraphing, but 
that connection with the earth would serve as a return wire, and thus made telegraph­
ing much easier.
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John Leech, who has become famous to stamp collectors through his caricatures of 
the Mulready Envelope in the London Punch, contributed during his connection with 
that periodical over 3000 drawings on various subjects, and received in payment for 
them over $200,000. It is said that a large part of this was for th^caricatures above- 
mentioned.

FOREIGN PHILATELIC GOSSIP.
BY CANADENSIS.

Mr. Dawson A. Vindin, of Sydney, N. S. W., w(ho is now. in England, is expected 
to take his homeward trip via the Canadian Pacific Railway. This will give him a 
chance to stop over in Halifax, Montreal, Ottawa, etc., where he will no doubt be 
cordially received.

Mr. Vindin left Sydney in December, and will visit various places on the continent. 
His mission, it is said, is to clear himself of any suspicion of unfair participation in the 
laureated N. S. W. remainder or reprint business, a matter in which he has gained 
considerable prominence.

Besides the Jamaica Provisional ejd. on 4d., error penny instead of penny, there is 
a variety with a full stop after the word half.

The Philatelic Protection Association, which is conducting the prosecutions against 
the well-known London “ forgery gang,” now numbers only sixty members. The 
subscription is $10 per annum.

Thomas Bull’s twenty-ninth sale was held in London, England, January 12. A 
Ceylon 8d. brown brought $18, and a British Guiana, 1862, provisional 2c. yellow, 
border of crossed ovals, sold for $16. At his thirtieth sale, on January 23, a Cape of 
Good Hope 4d. red, error, sold for $145, and a Newfoundland 1 shilling, vermilion, 
unused, for $45.

Considerable interest is being manifested over the Seinde Dawk stamps, and fabulous 
prices are quoted, especially for the red ones, which are the rarest variety.

Henniker Heaton offered to guarantee the British Government against all loss if they 
would establish ocean penny postage between all English-speaking people—the British 
Empire and the United States. The offer was not accepted.

Mr. Larisch, the well-known stamp publisher of Munich, has died from la 
grippe.

No more Labuan stamps are to be issued. British North Borneo will be used 
instead.

The Belgian government authorizes the cutting of the 10c. “ Percevoir” on unpaid 
letter stamp, half to be used as jc.

Dr. Viner, who in 1862 assisted Mount Brown in the compilation of his catalogue, 
and editor of the first stamp album produced in England, is still a contributor to phila­
telic literature.

M. Hulot, the inventor of the mode of printing postage stamps from electroplates, 
is dead.

Baron De Worms is the Honorary President of the Brighton and Sussex (England) 
Philatelic Society.

Old European stamps are on the rise, a 3pf. Saxony being sold for $20, and a set 
of first issue Roumania for $455. The “double Geneva” has sold in open competi­
tion for $60, and the Vaud 4c. at $50.

The Canadian National Convention will be held in Ottawa, Ont., just immediately 
following the A. P. A. Convention at Niagara Falls. It is expected that a large num­
ber of English as well as American collectors will visit the Convention of the Philatelic 
Society of Canada.

Owing to increasing business the offices of the Canadian Philatelist Publishing Com­
pany have been moved from their old quarters on Richmond street tg the new Union 
Block, Dundas street, London, Ont. These elegant quarters are right in the heart of 
the city, and Mr. Stasbles is to be congratulated on his enterprise.
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The Parcels Post is one of the youngest departments of the British postal service, 
dating only from 1884; but it has already proved itself such a public convenience that 
John Bull cannot make out, for the life of him, why he went so long without it. The 
number of parcels forwarded the past year between Great Britain, her colonies and 
foreign countries shows an increase of 12 per cent., and during the year the service 
was extended to Bermuda, Fiji, Mexico, Morocco, Seychelles and Siam. The postage 
varies, of course, according to weight, from six cents for a package weighing one 
pound (or less) to thirtv-seven cents for a eleven pounder. The department has a 
number of parcel cars of its own on some of the largest railways. When it avails itself 
of the services of a railroad company as carrier, the cost is about 55 per cent, of the 
postage. The parcels are handled and forwarded at the sender’s risk, the department 
assuming no legal responsibility for damage, delay or loss, but the Postmaster-General, 
“ voluntarily and as an act of grace,” established a system of cheap parcel insurance. 
A penny fee insured compensation not exceeding $25, and the twopence compensation 
not exceeding $50.

GEORGE W. FRANK, SAN FRANCISCO, CAL.,

Died February 1, 1892.
Since our last report another member of the Western Philatelic Union has joined the 

silent majority.
In Mr. Frank’s death San Francisco loses a conscientious and painstaking collector.
Although not one of the old-time collectors, he had formed an excellent collection, 

and was actively engaged in increasing it when called to his last home.
Mr. Frank had been a member of the Western Philatelic Union for over a year, 

and was among its most earnest supporters on the Pacific coast.

REPORT No. 7.

I DESIRE to call the members’ attention to the fact that all statements rendered 
are subject to revision. This is made necessary by the many errors that are 
made by members, and are discovered when the lots finish their circuits and are 

returned to me to be checked up. The tendency is to overlook stamps that have been 
taken off, or to find several more which a member fancies, after he has figured up the 
amount and forgets to add; and in several cases members have forgotten to charge 
themselves with all that were taken out of an entire book. Quite frequently they 
figure the same stamp twice, or count in spaces that have been made vacant by members 
on the circuit preceding them. It is, therefore, very often the case that I have to enter 
on my book “ By Error” or “ To Error,” mentioning book or lot numbers.

Stamps are not coming in fast enough to make up lots for special request. I have 
several requests now on file for United States stamps only, but am unable to comply 
as the majority of stamps coming in are foreign, and a rather poor quality at that. If 
members wish their stamps to go, they must be priced low, in good condition and 
clean. Dealers are offering stamps at from ten to forty per cent, below catalogue 
prices, so collectors can’t expect to realize full catalogue prices in this department, where 
most of the buyers pay cash and offer no stamps in return to be circulated.

I must again urge members to be careful in shipping to next on circuit. Save your 
receipts in all cases, for they may be wanted later on. Also write addresses in full as 
given, and as plainly as possible.

It is with regret that I am again compelled to present the delinquent list. The only 
change in it is that several of the amounts have grown larger:

It would be impossible to enumerate the many fine specimens contained in this 
collection, but, like any other good thing, must be seen to be appreciated.

If at any time this ques­
tion should be put to a general vote, vote it down so decisively that no man will ever 
dare to bring it up again, thus proving to the philatelic world that there is at least one 
society that has the courage and ability to paddle its own canoe.
